· recent graduates with a degree in architecture (membership on the national, state and local level is free for the first 18 months after graduation, see special offer)

· individuals enrolled under the Intern Development Program (IDP), and who are employed under the supervision of an architect in a professional or technical capacity directly related to the practice of architecture. 

· individuals who have a professional degree in architecture, but are unlicensed

· faculty members in a university program in architecture actively involved in research, administration, or the teaching of architecture. 

· those who are eligible by education or experience and are employed, enrolled or participating in circumstances recognized by licensing authorities.
